NSWKA Financial Report 2010-2011
Dear financial members of NSW Kendo, 

I am pleased to present to you the financial reports of our state association for the 2010 to 2011 financial year. Also attached is the financial report for the 2009 to 2010 financial year for comparison. Some members from last year may notice the change in the closing balance as reported in the last annual general meeting. This new closing balance has been calculated to reflect the change in reporting styles which I have confided with the past treasurer, Eddy, with the intent of increasing transparency of the accounts. 

The creation of an equipments account is also quite new. This relates to the purchase of a laptop with relevant database management software for the purposes of managing memberships in NSWKA. I am sure there is much agreement that our current secretary Anh is doing a great job as a result of this, but of course I would like to assure all members that the money of NSW Kendo is still focused heavily to supporting the initiatives and activities of Kendo in New South Wales. 

Some significant costs I would like to highlight are the costs of reimbursement for visiting Sensei. They totalled to $6277 for this period. This is in line with our agreement to further subsidise visiting sensei’s costs. While there has been an increase in these costs, we have also been able to benefit from the kind gifts of kendo equipment from the visiting Nitaidai and Kanto University students with $1130 raised in revenue in sales. 

I would also like to bring to attention that the current membership numbers are not representative of memberships as a whole throughout the year. I believe it is quite a good sign that already so many current practitioners of Budo are already actively renewing their fees as a member, and suggests that perhaps we should be further spend more resources into developing our current promotional activities to raise awareness and interest in Kendo, Iaido and Jodo. I understand that individual clubs launch their own campaigns to do so, but perhaps a unified plan from our association will not only allow this to happen much more efficiently, but also bring to these potential members’ awareness the benefits of being a financial member of the state association. 

However, one thing I would like to criticize is the general lack of money being directed towards the Iaido and Jodo arts. The spending on account for these arts are mostly grading fees; and I believe that this may be a sign that the Iaido and Jodo branches of our association need to finalise plans for spending to further utilise our pool of resources.
